BIP Application Templates Troubleshooting Guide

This guide addresses some warning/error messages in the BIP application templates. Errors may result
from version incompatibility or blocked macros. See below for more information.

System requirements

The templates were created in Microsoft 365 Excel Version 2308 Build 16.0.16731.20182 (32-bit). Some
functionality may not be available in older versions of Excel. This includes Dynamic Arrays (only available
in post-2019 Microsoft 365 Excel), which are used to populate data in the following:

The application templates are very large files (~ 68 MB); the file size may increase computer processing
time. To decrease processing time, try closing other files before loading/saving/working in the application.

Warning Message Categories:
1. Security

The BIP application templates use one macro to facilitate accessibility. Macros may have been disabled by
default to protect your computer from files with macros from untrusted sources. To enable macros from
trusted sources, follow the directions in the table below.

2. Custom Warning Messages

The BIP application templates use custom messages to guide the applicant. These messages always contain
resolution instructions, and many messages can be avoided by proceeding in order. Notably, the Costs tab
will warn the user while entering information at the top of the sheet and will resolve as the user proceeds.
Most other warnings will resolve by selecting state(s) and then structure number(s) in the Project Info tab.
