National Pavement Preservation Forum II
The Federal Highway Administration together with the Foundation for Pavement Preservation continue to support and sponsor events such as the National Pavement Preservation Forum held in November 2001 in San Diego, California.  This was co-sponsored by the California Department of Transportation and other interests. There were nearly 200 total participants - 75 State, county, and city from 18 different States, 17 federal, 3 international, and 98 Industry representatives.  The conference offered sessions on defining asset management; integrating pavement preservation into pavement management systems; and pavement preservation partnerships for innovative contracting, improved pavement performance, and education and outreach. The National Forum was followed by a 2-day local workshop on pavement preservation techniques and experiences for State and local governments.  One hundred seventy-eight different attendees participated in sessions on pavement preservation treatments for asphalt concrete pavements such as slurry seal, micro-surfacing, thin hot mix asphalt overlays, seal coats, cold-in-place and hot-in-place recycling, and thin-bonded overlays, dowel bar retrofit, and partial depth repairs on portland cement concrete pavements.
