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STEWARDSHI P & OVERSI GHT AGREEMENT

| . Introduction

The Federal H ghway Adm nistration (FHWA) and the Pennsyl vani a
Department of Transportation (PENNDOT) hereby enter into this
St ewar dshi p & Oversight Agreement (hereafter referred to as
“Agreenent”) for the purpose of adm nistering the Federal -aid H ghway
Programin Pennsylvania. This Agreenent defines select stewardship
and approval roles for Federal -ard design and construction projects
in Pennsylvania. It includes PENNDOT’ s assunption of certain FHM
oversight role and approval responsibilities on sPec!flc_categorles
of projects and it al so enconpasses PENNDOT' s Cer |f|cat|oanroposal
f or adm ni ste_rln% Non-Interstate National H ghway System ( NHS)
Projects. This Agreenment categorizes design and construction
BrRkFcts as Federal Oversight ?FC», PENNLX CNGFSIﬁht (PO - NHS, or

ENNDOT Over si ght (PC?-hbn-NHS on the basis of highway system and

cost. Further, it delegates to PENNDOT certain non-project approval
actions that woul d otherw se be taken by FHWA

1. Statutory Basis

~ The princi pal statutprx and requl atory basis for devel opnent,
adm ni stration, and oversight of Federal-aid projects are Title 23,
United States Code (U.S.C ) and Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), in
particular 23 CFR  The specific statutory basis for this agreenent
Is Title 23 U.S.C., Section 106.

It is recognized that the NHS (which includes the Interstate
Systenm) is of Prlnar i nportance to the FHWA. Federal | egislation
relative to Interstate comerce and defense needs require that design
standards, connectivity between States and consistency for the
nDtor!n% public be maintained on the NHS. FHWA retains overall
overS|P t responsibility for all aspects of Federal-aid prograns in
Pennsyl vani a.

[11. Intent And Purpose

The intent of this Agreenent is to del egate FHWA' s approval
aut hority for preI|n1nar¥ engi neering, construction contract
adm nistration, and right-of-way activities on or related to
Federal -aid projects, consistent with enabling statutes and )
regul ations, with specified exceptions for special interest project
categori es.

PENNDOT wi || assume certain FHWA Title 23 oversight role and
approval re5P0n5|b|I|t|es on PO projects. This includes
responsibility for ensuring that staff has apProprlate training and
know edge to nmake sure that Pro;ects are deve oPed and constructed in
full conformance with Federal requirenents and that necessary
corrective action is taken when actions and approvals are found to be
in non-conpliance with applicable Federal requirenents. FHM is
avai |l abl e Tor consultation in such matters or may unilaterally becone
involved in determning corrective action.



V. O her Public Agencies

A. Eligible public agencies (cit&, count¥) or other State
agenci es na¥_be permtted by PENNDOT to take project
approval actions and adm ni ster Federal -aid design and

construction projects. PENNDOT will assure | ocal public
agency know edge and conpliance with State and Federal
requi renents. The requesting public agency will be required

to devel op procedures which nodi fy and/or sugplenent t he
procedures contained in this Agreenent or otherw se
publ i shed by PENNDOT. The public agency procedures nust be
aﬁproyed bY PENNDOT and FHWA and the_a%ency must certify
that it will operate in conpliance with them

V. Standards, Specifications, and Policies

PENNDOT wi I | conply with the provisions of Title 23 through the
enforcenment of Federal and State |aws, regul ations, standards, and
directives. PENNDOT will devel op Federal -aid projects in accordance
with the standards and guides identified in 23 U S.C. 109 (as well as
ot her FHWA policies identified in the Federal Reglstgg% and/ or
PENNDOT st andards or nanual s approved by FHWA ENN manual s and
guides are identified in Appendix A Additions to Appendix A w |
occur as additional policies and gui dance are devel oped, approved by
FHWA, and i npl enent ed by PENNDOT.

PENNDOT agrees that any revisions or additions to policy and
procedure statenents, desigh manuals, letters containing policy,
rul es and regul ati ons, specifications and standards affecting policy
on Federally funded projects will be submtted to the FHWA Divi sion
O fice for approval and/or concurrence. Design standards for non- NHS
projects do not require FHWA approval.

VI. PENNDOT Assunption of Certain FHWA Responsibilities

It is agreed that PENNDOT assunption of certain responsibilities
does not preclude FHWA access to and review of Federal -ald projects
at any tine, and that it does not replace the provisions of Title 283,

VII. Quality Managenent

PENNDOT and FHWA are commtted to Quality Managenent procedures
and Pr|n0|ples to ensure that highway projects adequately neet the
existing and future traffic needs and conditions in a nmahner
conduci ve to safety, environnental requirenments, durability and )
econony of maintenance. Projects will be designed and constructed in
accordance wth standards best suited to acconplish this objective
and to conformto the particular needs of each locality.

cl asses of funds ere eli %bl ity criteria are net, such as
Federal Critical Bridge (FCB) funds, or Congestion Mtigation
and Air Quality (CMAQ funds. STP tfunds may not be used on
roads functionally classified as | ocal or rural mnor
collectors. Eligible costs are defined in 23 U. S.C. 133.

Procedures for PO-Non-NHS projects are simlar to those for
PO NHS Pr o% ects in the sense that del egation renoves FHWA from
approval of design and construction activities and contract
adm nistration actions. Non-Title 23 requirenents such as the
NEPA and the Uniform Act (which pertains to Right-of-Wy) apply
to both NHS and Non- NHS Federal -aid projects, and FHWA i s
involved in project actions on all projects. Oher Title 23
requi renents (e.

The Governor (or his designee) will annually certify that the
State wll conmply with al rovisions of Title 23, U S. C, |ISTEA
and TEA-21 Surface Transportation Prograns.

resPonS| ble for ensuring conpliance wth applicable Federal and
State {eqm rements regardi ng design and constructi on of Non- NHS
proj ects.

| X. I nplenentation

~The Perti nent PENNDOT policies and procedures for acconplishing
the intent of the requirements of the FO PO NHS, and PO Non- NHS
projects are listed in the Appendices to this Agreenent.

Thi s Agreenent supersedes all previously executed Exenption
A?reerrents etween the FHWA and PENNDOT. This Agreenment will take
effect upon execution and will apply inmediately to all new Federal -
aid projects and all existing Federal -aid projects under design.
Federal -ai d projects under construction will retain their current
oversight classification through conpletion.

PENNDOT wi || assure that necessary environnental studies
and apProvaIs have occurred prior to submtting any request
for authorization.

PENNDOT agrees and is bound by all the provisions contained
in 23 CFR 630.307. The project specific data contained in
t he Request for Authorization is sufficient for FHMA to

pl ace all projects under Project Agreenent at the tine of
aut hori zation; no further FHVA Prokect Agreenent or PENNDOT
Agreenent Estimate is required. PENNDOT' s Request for

Aut hori zation will serve as a concurrent request to place
the project under Project Agreenent in FHWA's FM S system

When project funding adjustnents are required due to bid
adj ustnents or cost overruns/underruns, PENNDOT wi |l submt
a signed Request for an Anended Project Authorization with
supporting information necessary for FHWA to adjust the
Proj ect Agreenent anount.
