The Problem: The City of NY and NY DOT have embarked in a very proactive inspection and maintenance program of their Movable Bridges. There are numerous issues and problems concerning the inspection and maintenance of movable bridges in NY and among all owners in the country of these complex structures. There are not many opportunities for owners and private consultants to meet and to exchange information about the latest technologies and practices for inspection and maintenance of Movable Bridges.

The service: Mr. Rohena in partnership with Mr. Dubin, developed and organized a one-day workshop for the City of  NY, and NY DOT. The workshop brought together owners and consultants from NY and neighboring states in the ERC and included Chicago and Florida. Excellent presentations were made regarding the latest technologies for inspection and maintenance of movable bridges.  About 200 participants were present.
