What is the Culvert AOP Program?

 The National Culvert Removal, Replacement, and
Restoration Grant program (or the Culvert Aquatic
Organism Passage (AOP) Program) was established
under the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL).
* BIL § 21203; BIL division J, Title VIII, National

Culvert Removal, Replacement, and Restoration
Grants; and codified under 49 U.S.C. § 6703

Provides grant funding to replace, remove, and
repair culverts or weirs that would meaningfully
improve or restore fish passage for anadromous

fish.

What is the Culvert AOP Program?

e Listed as Threatened and Endangered (T&E)
* Could reasonably become listed as T&E

* Projects that would open up more than 200
meters of upstream [anadromous] fish habitat
s before the end of the natural habitat.

* Applicants should ensure their Project Description
* Includes clear goals and objectives

* Applies appropriate methodologies, including design standards applicable to fish passage

* Ensures the safety of the traveling public over any infrastructure constructed or affected by
the project
* Applicants should also describe:
The fish passage barrier
Upstream and downstream habitat
Design standards to be used for the project (must ensure safety of the traveling public)
Site characteristics that support the proposed approach
Appropriate personnel
Potential permits and ROW acquisition

Chosen or planned design specification for the applicable mode(s) of transportation

Review Process

Criterion #5: Project Monitoring and Evaluation

* Include information on whether the project considers any data collection

and monitoring needs or requirements, including:

* If these needs or requirements are proposed for pre- or post-project
implementation (or both);

* For the components of the proposal focused on fish passage feasibility
and design, if the activities to develop a monitoring plan are described;

* If no pre- or post-project implementation monitoring will be developed
or performed, the applicant must clearly explain the rationale for the lack

of monitoring.
