Project Delivery Team 


This annual summary reports the activities of the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) as 
related to major projects for Fiscal Year (FY) 2014, as of October 1, 2014.  The FHWA takes an 
active leadership role in advancing transportation initiatives through the stewardship and 
oversight of major projects, which are defined as those with a total cost greater than 
$500 million.  In FY 2014, there were 101 active major projects.  This annual summary 
documents the performance of these major projects and what actions the FHWA has taken to 
improve their performance. 

Active major projects are those that have completed National Environmental Policy Act decision 
documents and have begun the next stage of project development such as design or construction.  
In addition, 22 major projects have been completed since the FHWA first started to track such 
projects in 2001. Eight of these projects completed its major project requirements in FY 2014: 

 I-215 San Bernardino North Corridor Project (from I-10 to I-210) (San Bernardino, CA) 
 I-15 Managed Lanes, SR-163 to SR-78 (San Diego County, CA) 
 I-10 Twin Span Structures (Slidell, LA)

 Eastern Extension of the President George Bush Turnpike (SH 190) (Dallas County, TX)

A list showing the status of the 101 active major projects is attached.  This list also includes all 
22 completed major projects. 

The FHWA tracks cost estimates and scheduled completion dates for projects with approved 
Financial Plans. In FY 2014, the FHWA evaluated the cost and schedule performance from 90 
financial plan annual updates. Eighty-five percent of the projects had total costs within 2 percent 
of the previous year’s costs and 79 percent had completion dates within 2 percent of the previous 
year’s scheduled completion dates.  

After analyzing the schedule and cost performance data, the Project Delivery Team works with 
the FHWA Division Offices to respond to specific major project schedule delays and cost 
increases. The FHWA uses this performance data to assist in the identification of agency 
Projects of Corporate Interest and Projects of Division Interest.  Enhanced stewardship and 
oversight strategies are then developed for these projects and allows the FHWA to focus its 
efforts to reduce major project schedule delays and cost increases.  For example, to help ensure 
that major projects remain on schedule, division offices have identified strategies such as 
working with project sponsors to identify flexibilities in the contract to accelerate construction 
activities, establishing monthly meetings to review risk management plans, and conducting 
process reviews on specific aspects of a project such as the right-or-way acquisition process. 
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The FHWA also uses the cost and schedule data to improve the quality of the risk assumptions 
made during future cost and schedule estimate reviews for major projects.

The Project Delivery Team participated in the following activities to promote the oversight and 
stewardship of major projects to FHWA partners and Division Office staff.

 Ongoing in FY 2014 – The Project Delivery Team continued a series of quarterly 
webinars for the FHWA Project Oversight Managers on November 5, February 4, May 6, 
and August 12. Topics included information on the Cost Estimate Review process, 
current issues related to the oversight and stewardship of major projects, and upcoming 
training opportunities. Two of these Webinars included presenters and participants from 
State departments of transportation and other transportation agencies. 

 April/June 2014 -The Project Delivery Team delivered major project training to the 
Pennsylvania Department of Transportation on April 10 and to the Nevada Department of 
Transportation on June 18-19. 

 August 5-7, 2014 – The Project Delivery Team held a workshop for the agency’s 

specially designated Project Oversight Managers on August 5-7. 


 Ongoing in FY 2014 - The Project Delivery Team facilitated the annual risk assessment 
for all major projects. 

 May 2014 - The Project Delivery Team implemented the major projects discipline.  The 
discipline will ensure that FHWA employees possess the skills, technical knowledge, 
abilities, contacts, and information necessary to successfully develop and deliver major 
projects.
