Re: FY 2014 Report to Congress on Obligations and Unobligated Balances for
Federal-aid Highway and Highway Safety Construction Programs as required in
Section 104(g) of the U.S.C.

SUMMARY

This is an annual report as required by 23 U.S.C., Section 104(g) that requires the Secretary to
submit a Report to Congress for each fiscal year on the obligated and unobligated balances of

funds provided to Federal-aid highways and highway safety construction programs. The report
material is a series of charts that detail:

1) the amount obligated, by each State, for Federal-aid highways and highway safety
construction programs during the preceding fiscal year;

(2) the balance, as of the last day of the preceding fiscal year, of the unobligated
apportionment of each State by fiscal year under this section;

(3) the balance of unobligated sums available for expenditure at the discretion of the
Secretary for such highways and programs for the fiscal year; and

(4) the rates of obligation of funds apportioned or set aside under this section, according
to—

(A) program;

(B) funding category of subcategory;

(C) type of improvement;

(D) State: and



(E) sub-State geographical area, including urbanized and rural areas, on the basis of the
population of each such area.

This report will be posted on the Federal Highway Administration’s Web site upon your review
and approval.

BACKGROUND

This requirement is in the Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21*" Century Act (MAP-21),
Section 1105 which renumbered the provision from Section 104(j) to Section 104(g) and
eliminated the requirement to submit a formal report to Congress, so there are no letters to
Congress. The information in the charts has been through the formal OST/OMB clearance
process, and has been cleared without comment by Public Affairs, Governmental Affairs, Policy,
General Counsel, and Budget. OMB has also cleared without comment.

RECOMMENDATION

I recommend that you approve the posting to the FHWA web site of the charts that comprise the
report.
