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What is the purpose of this Notice? This Notice transmits the certificate of
apportionment for apportioned Federal-aid highway program funds authorized for Fiscal
Year (FY) 2023 pursuant to the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (Bipartisan
Infrastructure Law), Public Law (Pub. L.) 117-58. The apportionments made available
by this Notice are for the following programs: National Highway Performance Program
(NHPP), Surface Transportation Block Grant (STBG) Program, Highway Safety
Improvement Program (HSIP), Railway-Highway Crossings Program, Congestion
Mitigation and Air Quality Improvement (CMAQ) Program, National Highway Freight
Program (NHFP), Metropolitan Planning Program (MPP), Carbon Reduction Program
(CRP), and Promoting Resilient Operations for Transformative, Efficient, and Cost-
Saving Transportation (PROTECT) Formula Program.

What is the availability of these funds?

a. The funds resulting from this apportionment are available for obligation until
September 30, 2026. Any amounts not obligated by the State on or before
September 30, 2026, shall lapse.

b. The funds resulting from this apportionment are available for obligation
immediately and shall be subject to obligation controls in force at the time of
obligation.

C. For FY 2023, an amount of NHPP funds equal to $639,000,000 prior to
sequestration ($602,577,000 after sequestration) that is exempt from
obligation controls is provided. See the Federal Highway Administration
Notice N4510.871 for additional information on sequestration.

d. The Federal share payable shall be in accordance with section 120 of Title 23,
United States Code (U.S.C.), except as specifically provided by another
provision of law.
