Good morning everyone and welcome to the Nation’s Capital and 2015 Highway Information Seminar.  My name is Michael Dougherty and I work in the Office of Highway Policy Information.  The Federal Highway Administration is responsible for publishing a lot of transportation data, and we cannot do that without the participation of many people.  This works best when the collectors of the data understand what data is to be collected and how it is to be reported.  This Seminar is held annually and provides an opportunity for all the parties to come together to discuss how the data is to be reported.  
 
Mindful of the fact that we are asking for data from 50 States and the District of Columbia we try and provide information that will work fine for many of the States, but perhaps the other States have terms or data that is different.  This seminar provides an opportunity for the States and the FHWA Division Office personnel in attendance to ask questions and have discussions of best practices.  This is an opportunity for us to find out what we can do to make the processes clearer and easier for you, and thus your participation is very important.
 
Get involved, meet your peers, and tell us what works and what does not.

First I will start with something very basic, what is this thing we call a fuel tax?  The obvious first answer is that it is a tax on the sale or transfer of fuel.  But it is not on all fuel; is not assessed on every transaction; is charged at various amounts depending on the location and the type of fuel.  The Federal Fuel taxes, collected by the Internal Revenue Service, and most States impose a tax as an excise tax
